	Topic sentence: contains the main idea and is usually found at the beginning of a paragraph.

	
	Developing sentences: explain the main idea and usually follow the topic sentence.

	
	Supporting sentences: follow the developing sentences to offer evidence or support.

	
	Concluding sentence: rounds off the paragraph and will sometimes lead into the next one.


Remember all sentences must revolve around one main idea.
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
