Task
The activities you complete in this section make up the task. There are two types of activity in this section, art making and art interpretation. 

Art making

Art making includes visual inquiry. In this section, the visual inquiry will require you to respond to the media. It will include experimenting with colour mixing and creating alternative arrangements for a still life composition. 

You will also use visual language which focuses is on the element of colour and the principles of contrast, movement and emphasis.

The art making activities, which you may need to show your teacher for assessment, include:

1. experiments with acrylic paint, including a wide a range of secondary and tertiary colours and mixed black

2. experiments with paint effects and brush strokes

3. at least three alternative viewpoints of the still life arrangement you have chosen 

4. your personal self-reflection, in which you explain briefly – 

· which arrangement you have chosen to develop for a final piece

· what idea you want it to express

· why you think this is the best one.

Art interpretation

Art interpretation is about viewing other artists’ works to help you with your work. In this section, you choose a still life painting by another artist and identify the principles of art that the artist has selected in the arrangement of their still life.

When you comment on this work you should make sure that your answer shows that you have:

· observed the paintings carefully

· identified which principles you think the artist has used

· explained how they have used them

· commented on what the artist’s idea might be.
